Paramedic 

Paramedics respond swiftly to medical emergencies, assess the state of and attend to injured people, and 

provide transport to medical facilities if necessary. They work in high-pressure situations and are required to use 

their medical knowledge and training to make important decisions that save people’s lives. 
 

Paramedics work closely alongside Emergency Medical Technicians (EMTs) when responding to emergencies. 

The main difference between the two is skill level and job requirements – Paramedics are more highly trained 

and have more advanced responsibilities than EMTs. If you work well under pressure, are a confident and quick 

decision-maker, and want a career where you’ll literally be saving lives, you might want to consider becoming a 
Paramedic.
